Qiu Hanping and His Roman Law Textbook
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Abstract: Qiu Hanping (1904 - 1990) is a famous Professor in Roman Law
in Suzhou University in Taiwan, China. Thanks to the careful cultivation by
Suzhou University, Qui Hanping pursued his career of Roman Law education. His
profound knowledge of Roman Law is not fractional or superficial and his insights
on social problems and legal questions are based on his solid theories and deep re-
searches of classic Roman Law. His General Jurisprudence proved his comprehen-
sive understanding of Roman Law. Of all his research achievement, the Roman
Law Textbook published in September 1935 is the most remarkable. This article
interprets the Roman Law Textbook from the perspective of “detailed citing” , sum-
marizes Qiu’ s achievements and expresses the admiration of his devotedness.
Many legal scholars in the Republic of China devoted in research as Qiu, and their -
research lives encourage the legal scholars now. They took Roman Law as funda-
mental materials for Rule of Law and they dedicated themselves in tracing the
source of Roman Law, thus they achieved much eventually. Just as Sima Qian stat-
ed “The mountain is great and the road is broad; though I can not be a great
mountain and broad road, I still wish I could be. ”
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
