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Abstract; Unlike State-owned companies, the State-holding companies have
not been strictly regulated. Because the supervisory mechanism on the State-hold-
ing companies is imperfect, and the existing laws and regulations are not fully op-
erated, crimes committed in the State-holding companies maintain a high rate in

recent years. The identity of state functionary in the State-holding companies be-
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comes a controversial and academic issue in the judicial practice. Strictly accord-
ing with these two necessary elements, which are “delegated by the State-owned u-
nits" and " engage in public service”, we can accurately identify the national
functionary in the State-holding companies. The solution of this question will have
a great practical significance on preventing and punishing of crimes committed in
the State-holding companies.
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
