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Abstract; When it was the beginning of Meiji reform, while planting legal
system from Europe, Japan also inherited Roman Law. The Japanese inheritance of
Roman Law divided into the inheritance of Academic Roman Law and the inherit-
ance of Statutory Roman Law. The inheritance of Academic Roman Law is about
Roman Law’ s education and research in college. While the Statutory Roman Law
is concentrated on the debate of Civil Code and its draft, and the Japanese Civil
Code inherits from Roman Law indirectly. Lots of outstanding research findings and
Roman Law experts appeared during the process. The study of Roman Law in Ja-
pan experienced the change from Civil Law to Public Law, from research of profes-
sors’ manuscripts and study of the original code to the problem resolving. Civil
Law experts, legal history experts and Compafative law experts are involved in that
process. The study of Roman Law in Japan, which produced the questions regard-
ing the Roman Law research center, the way to inherit Roman Law, the scope of
the Roman Law research and the method, can be learned by Chinese for its re-
search on Roman Law.
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
