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Abstract; The Russian Civil Code was enacted on the basis of public owner-
ship which emphasized on the state intervention and the division of public and pri-
vate laws. Since the establishment of the People’ s Republic of China, due to the
impact of various factors such as economic foundation, political structure and inter-
national environment, our civil legislation has been strongly influenced by the Rus-
sian Civil Code in terms of its legislation model, the specific institution as well as
the legal concepts. All this manifests that the essence of legal transplantation lies
in the integration of legal cultures rooted in economic foundation and political

structure.
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
