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Categories of Error in Roman Law

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Abstract; Error and ignorance have similarities and differences. With the e-

mergence of consistit obligatio, it became necessary to category errors in essence,

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which hinder the establishment of contract. Based on the works of Gaius, Iulianus
and Pomponius, centering on D. 18, 1, 9pr. , error in corpora and pretio formed
two basic categories of mistake as a result of the lack of agreements. They formed
error in quantitate and substantia, and a save clause ‘ other situations’ contained
error in negotia and persona. These categories of mistake differed from errors in no-
mine , status and qualitate in legal consequences, which made mistake in Roman
law full of sense of level and system and finally formed a theoretic system of mis-
take with coherence of logic and appearance of beauty.
