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Abstract; The arbitration practice in resolving civil and commercial disputes in China has
developed mechanism of mediation through arbitration, enforcement of arbitration decision, com-
bination of mediation in arbitration and other dispute resolution, and combination of mediation in
arbitration and private settlement by arbitration committee and the subordinate mediation center,
diversified dispute resolution organizations. Those mechanisms are of legality and are logical de-
velopment of mediation tradition of Chinese arbitration, and adaptive with the characters of auton-
omy and flexibility of Arbitration. Because of the p.erspective of whole facts dealing function, and
the comprehensiveness of law enforcement through agreement of the parties, mediation in arbitra-
tion has strong advantages in dispute resolution and right protection. Utilizing Mediation in arbi-
tration can enhance the ability of arbitration to resolve dispute and enables arbitration to the coun-
tryside.
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
