Abstract; At the beginning, Force Majeure defense applies to cautio damni infecti. Later,
under the influence of the discussion of philosophers on whether to forgive non-performance based
on irresistible events, the strict performance rules no longer required, and eventually, Labeo in
the Classic Law period introduce Force Majeure in Contracts Law. In Classic Law period, the
realm for Force Majeure to apply is the’ Custodia, which means the debtor has to prove the exist-

ence of irresistible events to be forgiven from the liability. Justinianus® s Law reformed Custodia

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into Diligentia Exacitissima, and limited the application of Force Majeure in this area, and irre-
sistible events became the only defense for debtor of most diligent duty. And the Modern Law fol-
lows this practice.
