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Abstract; Magna Carta (1215) accepted the British business community,
made a legal frame for all aspects of the business community, clearly put forward
that the urban residents’, especially the merchants’property rights shall not be arbi-
trarily deprived, promoted the development of the bourgeoisie. Magna Carta
summed up and extended the former customary law and expanded the common law
tradition, curbed the breeding development of Rome law culture by despotism as
the corein the United Kingdom, used the procedure and the form of statute law to
strengthen the contractual features, established the spirit of Constitutionalism:"
king under law" , laid a solid economic foundation and political for the generation

of the patent system.
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
