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Network Overcontroll through Face-saving
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Abstract: The case of prostitution concerning a judge in Shanghai raised a
heated discussion over the unjust trial of “guanxi” network. The informants sus-
pected the impartiality of the trial for the simple reason that the judge had a tight
connection with the other party who used to go whoring together, while on the con-
trary, the legal profession recognized the justice, which was quite opposite to the
public expectations. The face-saving connection penetrates jurisdiction by the
rules of “giving” or “owing” , by which the relevant senior officials build a tight
defensive shield, however, for they focused more on preaching and moralization,
together with the characteristics of infeasibility on operation and administrativization
on supervision, it even gave rise to the cases of corruption featuring highly confi-
dential with high-level officials involved, combining the increase of nest channeling
cases, during which some judges suffered moral decline. The deeper reason lies in
that the parties to the proceedings chose face-saving instead of the rules of law after
a survival and considerate thought, and formed a paradox that this kind of
“guanxi” case stems from inadequate monitoring, but tougher control may deterio-
rate the corruption. Judges are to decide cases. Judges can not if they are faced
too many interferes. Therefore, the key rule of breaking the paradox of cases of
“guanxi” overcontroll should be the independent judgment, whose procedures
should consist of the following; the guarantee of the court’ s or the judge’ s inde-
pendent judgment, the limitation of discretionary power, the strict standardization
of judge’ s deeds, the strengthened flow of judges and the judicialization of pun-
ishing judges ete.
